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SERICULTURE AGRICULTURAL
STUDY TOUR

A two-day exposure visit to GVT Krushikul, Parli, Beed, was organized for 46 farmers
from Palghar to strengthen their understanding of sericulture and sustainable farming
practices. The group included both practicing sericulture farmers and farmers
interested in adopting sericulture as an additional livelihood opportunity. Through field
visits, practical demonstrations, and classroom sessions, the farmers gained hands-
on exposure to silkworm rearing, mulberry cultivation, organic farming, irrigation
systems, and soil & water conservation practices, helping enhance their practical
knowledge and confidence towards adopting improved and sustainable farming
methods.

EXPOSURE VISIT ON MOGRA CULTIVATION

To encourage farmers to adopt high-value and sustainable farming practices, an exposure visit was organized for new mogra
farmers fromm Dahanu taluka. The farmers visited progressive mogra cultivators to gain practical insights into plantation

management, crop practices, and income potential. Interactions with experienced farmers provided real-life learning, helping
build confidence and motivation to adopt improved farming techniques.



TECHNICAL EXPOSURE AND CAPACITY BUILDING VISITS

GVT'’S SERICULTURE EXPOSURE VISIT

To strengthen the sericulture value chain and enhance silk quality, the GVT team visited Bangalore, Mysore, and
nearby sericulture hubs to study advanced technologies and best practices in the sector. The exposure visit
provided valuable insights into scientific chawki rearing systems, Automatic Reeling Machines (ARM), and

modern sericulture practices, highlighting the strong potential of the Beed region to emerge as a sustainable
sericulture hub.
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CHHATTISGARH AGRICULTURE DEPT.

CAPACITY BUILDING VISIT

A team of agricultural officers from Chhattisgarh visited GVT Krishikul
for a three-day learning and exposure programme focused on
sustainable agriculture and soil health management. The visit
included technical discussions on soil conditions and sustainable
farming practices, along with exposure to fruit demonstration plots
at Krishikul. The team also visited water conservation works and
plantation sites to gain practical insights into sustainable rural
development initiatives. = Such knowledge-sharing visits help
strengthen technical understanding and encourage the adoption of
sustainable farming practices.




TRAINING FARMERS FOR
CLIMATERESILIENT AGRICULTURE
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As part of a collaborative initiative to strengthen rural livelihoods, batches of Paani Foundation volunteers are undergoing
training at GVT Krishikul to prepare them for the Farmer’s Cup competition.

The Farmer’'s Cup is an initiative by Paani Foundation aimed at promoting sustainable and climate-resilient agriculture
through practical field-level interventions and farmer engagement. The competition encourages villages and farming
communities to adopt improved agricultural practices, enhance productivity, and strengthen water-efficient and
sustainable farming systems. The training sessions at GVT Krishikul are focused on providing technical exposure, field-based
learning, and practical understanding of plantation and agricultural practices to support effective implementation at the
village level.



GUEST'S VISIT TO GVT KRISHIKUL

To understand GVT's sustainable agriculture initiatives and their impact, Ms. Shireesha from Tata Trusts
and Ms. Deepshikha, along with Mr. Karthik from Cholamandalam Finance Co. Ltd. visited the project
intervention areas and interacted directly with farmers. During the visit, the team witnessed ongoing
fruit orchard cultivation, sericulture activities, water conservation works, and farmer training sessions at
The Krishikul Training Center, gaining firsthand exposure to the on-ground transformation and livelihood
impact created by the initiatives.

In another donor interaction visit, K. K. Jhunjhunwala and Manav Yagnik, accompanied by GVT Trustee
Sanjay Parmar visited the Sirasdevi cluster to observe the sustainable livelihood initiatives being
implemented in the region. The visit included interactions with sericulture farmers and exposure to
orchard cultivation, water conservation initiatives, and farmer training programmes conducted at the
Krishikul Training Center.
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DONOR VISIT TO GVT INITIATIVES

To understand the on-ground impact and progress of GVT's sustainable agriculture and water conservation initiatives, representatives from the CSR
teams of Motilal Oswal Foundation, Rotary Club of Delhi Premier, and Sun Pharmaceutical Industries visited various GVT project sites and interacted
with farmers. The visits included exposure to fruit orchard cultivation, sericulture activities, water conservation works, and the newly inaugurated
Check dam project in their intervension areas. Detailed insights were also shared on GVT's farmer training methodologies, operational framework,
and rural development initiatives at the Krishikul Training Center. Such field visits help build a deeper understanding of grassroots challenges,
strengthen stakeholder engagement, and encourage collaborative efforts towards sustainable rural development.

MOTILAL OSWAL FOUNDATION
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EXPLORING SUSTAINABLE SERICULTURE
DEVELOPMENT IN PALGHAR

The GVT Palghar team visited a progressive sericulture farmer
Shubhash Gavit at Wada, who is associated with a group of 10
sericulture farmers that had recently participated in the
exposure visit to GVT Krushikul, Beed. The purpose of the visit was
to discuss the scope for scaling up sericulture farming in Palghar
and to understand the common challenges faced by farmers in
adopting the practice. During the interaction, detailed
discussions were held on the learnings from the exposure visit,
practical field experiences, and the technical requirements for
successful sericulture farming. It was observed that sericulture
has strong potential to scale up in the region, provided certain
critical gaps are addressed. Key areas identified included the
availability of genuine V1 variety saplings, access to reliable
hatchery support, and continuous technical guidance for
farmers. The team also discussed the importance of structured
training and knowledge-sharing initiatives to strengthen
confidence and encourage the adoption of scientific sericulture
practices. The visit proved to be highly insightful and helped
identify practical interventions required for expanding
sustainable sericulture farming in the Palghar region.




EXPANSION OF GVT OUTREACH THROUGH
NEW CLUSTER IN MARATHWADA

Due to increasing demand from villages in the Badnapur

region and based on GVT’'s field-level need assessment, it B

was identified that small and marginal farmers in the area
require structured support for sustainable agriculture and
livelihood enhancement. In response, GVT inaugurated its
second cluster office in Jalna district and the twelfth cluster in
the Marathwada region at Badnapur to strengthen outreach
and farmer support services.
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The newly established cluster will focus on promoting fruit orchard
cultivation, sericulture, water conservation, and climate-resilient
agricultural practices through technical guidance, farmer
mobilization, and continuous field-level support. The inauguration
programme was attended by Dr. M.B. Patil, Senior Expert Guide at
GVT, Gopal Gujar, Taluka Agriculture Officer, local farmers, and
technical representatives associated with the agriculture sector.
The new cluster is expected to strengthen farmer engagement
and improve access to sustainable livelihood opportunities in the
region.



AIA-SUPPORTED RIVER CONSERVATION
WORK INAUGURATION

With the generous support from AIA (The Association Of Indians in Project India), the inauguration of the construction work for
10 GRAs (Global River Aquashafts) in the Wan River was carried out at Mandva Pathan village in Ambajogai Taluka of Beed
District, Maharashtra State. The initiative is aimed at strengthening groundwater recharge and improving water availability in
the surrounding areas.

The construction of the GRAs complements the ongoing water conservation works undertaken in the Wan River, including
deepening and widening of approximately 4.5 kms of the river and its tributaries in Ambajogai Taluka of Beed District.
Together, these efforts are expected to significantly strengthen water conservation and support sustainable agricultural
livelihoods in the region.
